The following information details the operation of the Victor Valley Wastewater Reclamation
Authority Facility. Included in this report is pertinent information regarding flows, infiltration basin
operation, process control information, process sampling, permit requirements, operations activities,
and facility maintenance activities. This report is based on O&M activities from July 1, through July
31, 2010.

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Major Operations Activities

Headworks
All headworks equipment functioned properly during the month of July.

Primary Treatment

Primary clarifiers #1 and 2 remain out of service due to broken sludge collection equipment, while
primary clarifiers 3 through 8 continue to treat all incoming flow. With two clarifiers off line, the
remaining 6 primary clarifiers are capable of treating peak flows up to 23 MGD. Primary clarifiers
1 through 4 are scheduled to be refurbished in an upcoming construction project.

Secondary Process

The secondary process continued to produce quality effluent despite both operational and mechanical
issues.

Staff experienced poor settleability of the activated sludge in the secondary clarifiers that appears to
have been caused by an excess of filamentous organisms. Operators took corrective actions by
making process control changes and monitoring the clarifiers closely to keep excess solids from
causing effluent quality issues. Late in the month, settleability improved through efforts to reduce
filamentous bacteria populations.

On July 9th blower #5 failed due to a surge condition. The surge caused mechanical damage in the
engine which prevented the blower from being re-started. Blower #4 was already off-line due to a
previous failure. The repair schedule was fast-tracked to obtain parts and accomplish repairs as soon
as possible. Without either blower, aeration basins 9-12 had to be taken off-line. All primary effluent
flow was treated through aeration basins 1 through 8 for a period of two weeks while repairs were
being made. On July 22nd blower #4 was repaired and put back on line along with aeration basins 9-
12.

During the time aeration basins 1-8 were treating the entire plant flow, secondary effluent quality
remained excellent, including nitrogen removal efficiency. Operating data collected during the month
indicated that secondary nitrate levels rose only slightly, to a high of 8.82 mg/L, well below the

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interim limits established on the current operating permit.

Percolation Ponds

Percolation Pond #6 remains off line and drained to minimal levels. No flow seepage has been
observed since the pond was isolated and drained in May 2010.

Flow to the North percolation ponds has being restricted to the times when reclaimed water is
pumped to the SCLA golf course.

All South percolation ponds have been operating at an average of less than one foot water depth
and greater than 5 feet of freeboard for the month.

Tertiary Filters

Tertiary filters operated within parameters. Routine housekeeping was conducted on surfaces of
the TBF’s and Dynasand filters, and staff performed required preventative maintenance.

Solids

On Tuesday, July 6th at approximately 9:00 AM, an in-plant spill occurred in the digester 4 and 5
cleanout sump area. The spill was the result of a construction project to install an overflow pipe from
the digester clean out sump to Equalization Basin #3. The contractor installing the new pipe hit a
sludge transfer line that was incorrectly shown on the construction plans while digging a trench for
the new pipe. The incident was reported to the Lahonton RWQCB.

Pumping of thickened waste activated sludge (TWAS) to the digesters continues at 100% of the flow.

New programming to the automated sludge feed valves was implemented during the month. A new
flow report was developed through the SCADA system to monitor and totalize both primary sludge
and TWAS flows to each of the five digesters.

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The new SCADA system continued to operate without issue during the month. The original
program continues to run in the background, but is not being used for monitoring or control.

Process Control

Operations has improved the “WAS Calc Sheet” to include daily calculation of the F:M ratio for
each of the 3 activated sludge systems. By individually calculating the parameter, the operator can
more easily recognize the potential for incomplete nitrification and where a problem is most likely
to develop. The report also shows target MLSS levels for each system and overall wasting
requirements. In addition, tighter controls on the DO controls have allowed the denitrification
process to stabilize.

A similar calculation sheet is under development for the digestion and solids area processes.

Permit Continuous Monitoring Requirements

During the month of July 2010, the permit-required continuous monitoring was in compliance.

Discharge Sampling

All required samples during the month of July 2010 were collected and processed as scheduled.
On July 21 a total coliform result of 70 mpn was recorded at the discharge of the chlorine contact
basin. An investigation of the cause revealed that the sample line was partially plugged with debris
and was cleared prior to sampling. The disturbance in line pressure appears to have disturbed
some of the bacterial growth on the interior piping walls. The sampler was instructed to wait until
the sample flow stabilizes to become representative of the process flow before pulling the sample.

Miscellaneous

AVPS wet well was cleaned out twice in July. Grease removed was transferred to facility scum
wet well. AVPS grease continues to be pumped to the anaerobic digesters 4 and 5.

Victorville Industrial Waste Water Treatment Plant IWWTP) began startup operations by hauling
seed sludge form the VVWRA return activated sludge system beginning on July 12 through July

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16. Thirty eight tanker loads at 5,000 gallons each were provided to the plant to assist with
bringing the plant on-line to treat the waste stream from the Dr. Pepper — Snapple Group
(DPSG). On July 21st the IWWTP began treating the high strength waste coming from DPSG
and started sending VVWRA aerobically treated effluent.

Adelanto WWTP continued to divert secondary effluent to the facility for most of the month of
July. On July 28" the plant started to divert raw wastewater to the plant in lieu of secondary
treated waste.

The Operator-in-Training Internship Program continued during the month of July and is proving
to be successful.

Major Maintenance Activities

Staff completed all PM’s (preventative maintenance) to headwork’s associated equipment.

Seven (7) samples were collected
during the month of June 2010: a sample was collected from the City of Victorville’s IWWTP, the
City of Adelanto’s WWTP, Nutro Products, All-Tech Associates, Inc., and TXI Cement Company,
and one sample each was collected from the Federal Correctional Complex Nevada Avenue and
George Boulevard. In addition, a sample was collected from each of VVWRA’s Meter Stations.

Seven (7) samples were collected
during the month of July 2010: a sample was collected from the City of Victorville’s IWWTP, the
City of Adelanto’s WWTP, Nutro Products, All-Tech Associates, Inc., and TXI Cement Company,
and one sample each was collected from the Federal Correctional Complex Nevada Avenue and
George Boulevard. In addition, a sample was collected from each of VVWRA’s Meter Stations.
