




















level requirements have been met during the month. Ponds continue to be rotated on a daily
basis.

Percolation Pond #6 remains off line and drained to minimal levels. No flow seepage has been
observed.

Percolation Pond #10 was taken off line next and is being prepped for maintenance.

Tertiary Filters

Due to Phase IIIA construction sequencing, the travelling bridge filters have been removed from
service for the next year for conversion to cloth media filters. During this time, operations staff
must rely on the Dynasand filters and the percolation ponds.

Increased maintenance on the Dynasand filters continues to be required due to the higher flows
and solids loading. In addition, routine housekeeping was conducted on surfaces of the Dynasand
filters.

Solids

The food waste digestion pilot study is currently processing over 1300 gallons per day. Food
waste currently represents 10-13% of solids feed to the digester.

Digesters #1 and 2 remain off line and drained and clean. Future plans call for the refurbishment
of the 2 structures and expansion of the food waste pilot project to all three small digesters.

Digesters 4 and 5 continue to mix on a 4 hour on, 4 hours off mixing cycle. A 60/40 ratio has
been maintained to help stabilize foaming issues. Digesters continue to supernatant from the top
overflow ports which have resulted in more consistent V/A ratios.

GBT has not operated during the month due to space available in the sludge storage lagoons.
Aggressive mixing of the drying beds is taking place in preparation of the wet weather season.
Sludge Lagoon #2 has been emptied and is the sludge is being mixed and will be removed when
dried.

Permit Continuous Monitoring Requirements and Permit Violations

No violations during the month.

All permit required, continuous monitoring equipment was on-line, in calibration and working
properly during the month.
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Discharge Sampling

All required samples during the month of October 2011 were collected and processed as
scheduled.

Miscellaneous

AVPS wet well was cleaned out twice in October. Grease removed was transferred to facility
scum wet well. AVPS grease continues to be pumped to the anaerobic digesters 4 and 5.

Oro Grande Pump Station was bypassed and two new pumps were installed along with a basket
to catch the textile material that had been coming into the station. Pumps continue to operate

well and are more energy efficient than the older pumps.

Major Maintenance Activities

Staff completed PM’s (preventative maintenance) to headwork’s associated equipment.

e E&I continue to perform a 3-times-per-week frequency on the maintenance and
calibration of instruments for the Chlorine, SBS, and CCB in/out systems to ensure of
compliance.

e E&I performed regular daily. weekly and monthly preventative calibration on the
following instruments:

o Headwork conductivity and pH analyzers and probes
o Septage receiving conductivity and pH analyzers and probes
o Reclaim water conductivity and pH analyzers and probes
o Final Effluent conductivity and pH analyzers and probes
e Assisted operations in the mixing of the drying beds and transferred of solids.

e Mechanic completed mechanical seal repair to SCLA pump #1. The mechanical seal for
Pump #2 has been purchased and received. Work to be scheduled to complete Pump #2.

e In response to the SCE low efficiency study and oil found in 1W Wells, Wayne
Christensen was contracted to bail out oil. video wells, and recondition wells. Well # 2
was completed pending commissioning and flushing out the system until it meet the lab
approval. Well # 1 work will start.
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The two (2) New Submersible pumps were installed at the Orogrande Pump Station.
Staff de-rag pump # 1 for the first time from rags that were escaped from the catch
basket.

In regards to power fluctuations. SCE had completed their load arrangement. The power
is now stable.

Repaired of Agency automobiles, golf carts, and ground maintenance equipments as
follow:

o Five (5) automobiles — (2) 2001 Chevy Blazers, 2003 Ford F-250 Truck, 3002
Chevy 2500 HD Truck, and 2010 Chevy Colorado Truck.

o Two (2) golf cards need overhaul and welding of the chassis.

o Brown Bear, JCB Loader, and the Backhoe. The JCB Loader will take more than
2 weeks for the repair. Maintenance department has to rent a rental forklift for the
operations at the meantime.

The Blower #4 shutdown condition has been resolved. The vendor, Valley Power
System Company replaced ignition control panel and repaired ignition system. Both
Blower #4 and #5 are running but, still having issues with Turblex programs. Both
blowers only are running on the local setting not on Auto. Turblex has been scheduled to
repair the auto program by November 11, 2011.

Installed Electric Blower with electrical and mechanical installation to relief Blower #4 &
#5. Electrical feeder to the blower is completed. Staff is working on the mechanical

piping.

Continued to proceed with chemical wastes disposal. Waste profiles were created and
approved for the vendor to produce bill of rating for transport of wastes out of facility.

Primary Treatment

Staff completed PM’s to the primary treatment section.

Serviced and repaired aerators in EQ 1 and 2 on mechanical and electrical.

Improved automation at the Septage EQ to allow gradual feed of flow into the plant to
ease off the process. Mechanic installed a goose next fitting to maintain a full-pipe for
flow meter accuracy of flow monitoring.
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e Replaced bearings at the #3 (Stand-by) Bar Screen.
e Rebuilt HEX pump #3.

Staff completed PM’s to the secondary treatment section.
